A READING AND PHOTO EXHIBITION TO BENEFIT

A staged reading of In Darfur, along with a photography exhibition about the ongoing humanitarian crisis in the war-torn region, will take place Wednesday, November 12, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. at the Spertus Institute, 610 S. In Darfur was written by Winter Miller, who traveled to the Sudan border with New York Times columnist Nicholas Kristof.  The play tells the story of an aid worker, a Darfuri woman, and a journalist whose lives intersect in Darfur.  “It’s based on a real case in Darfur’s Kalma camp that I once reported on,” said Kristof.  “It’s an excellent, poignant play…that will bring more attention to Darfur.”  The reading will be directed by Lisa Portes, Head of MFA Directing at the Theatre School at DePaul University.

The photography exhibition DARFUR/DARFUR consists of digitally-projected photographs by internationally acclaimed photojournalists, including a former U.S. Marine.  The images feature the people and places affected by the ongoing humanitarian crisis in Darfur.  Recently, the exhibit has been on display in 32 cities in 14 countries, including New York, Berlin, Milan, Capetown, Istanbul, and Dakar.

The event will support the work of the American Refugee Committee in Darfur. ARC’s relief programs last year alone provided clean water and critical health care services to nearly 450,000 displaced people in South Darfur.  “We’re pleased to host this incredible event, which will raise funds to bring life-saving services to people who have lost everything in Darfur,” said ARC’s Acting President Karen Frederickson.  ARC's Darfur program is one of the largest relief operations in South Darfur.
